	"Chief, Chief of the South is here to help build warm friendships between father and daughter."

	Outfitter
	"Warm friendships between father and daughter is what we seek Great Chief of the South.  Oh Chief, Chief of the East, we look to you for a beginning of a new relationship between these father and their daughters."

	Scout (Chief of the East)
	"Chief, Chief of the East has come with the sun as does each new day."

	Outfitter
	"And each new day brings a new opportunity for friendship Great Chief of the East.  Chief, Chief of the West, come show us what we have to gain through this Y Adventure Princess Program."

	Scribe (Chief of the West)
	"Chief, Chief of the West has come to share with you the great joys of this togetherness."

	Outfitter
	"We look forward to these great joys you speak of Great Chief of the West.  Oh Great Chief, Chief of the KIPOO Expedition, we seek your wisdom at this important event for these Princesses and their fathers."

	Chief Navigator
	I take great pleasure in taking part in this ceremony.  We should look to you Assistant Chief Navigator, chief of this most honored ceremony.  Hear me, Oh Chief!"

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	Who speaks?

	Chief Navigator
	"Chief of the KIPOO Expedition"

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	Chief of the KIPOO Expedition, proceed, what do you have to say?

	Chief Navigator
	"Oh Big Chief, I speak for these fathers and their daughters who have heard the call of fellowship.  They have seen the power of peace and wish to become a part of our KIPOO Expedition."

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	It is well; prepare your friends for induction

	Chief Navigator
	"Oh Chief, our members are ready now."

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	Do they know the purpose, slogan, pledge, and aims of the Y-Adventure Princesses?

	Chief Navigator
	"No, but in time they will learn."

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	Are they ready and willing to accept the duties that come with membership?

	Chief Navigator
	"They are"

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	Fathers, what brings you to this council?

	Chief Navigator
	They seek to be companions with their daughters, Oh Chief."

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	This companionship is it something to be plucked from the snare like the rabbit and brought home?  Is it something to be bought from another with money?  Or is it something to be remembered only when time allows and forgotten otherwise?

	Chief Navigator
	"It is none of these, Oh Chief"

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	Then what is this companionship they seek?

	Chief Navigator
	"Father and daughter, through companionship, may better understand one another, help one another, work, play and worship side by side.  (To the inductees) Have I spoken for you new Fathers and Princesses?  If so answer, YES!"

	Inductees
	(In unison) "YES"

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	Brothers and Princesses, you have heard Big Chief on behalf of his friends.  Shall we accept them?

	All Officers
	"YES!"

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	It is well.  Outfitter, you will instruct our friends of the first step of their ceremonial induction. (During the induction the Princesses stand in front of their fathers.)

	Outfitter
	"Great Chief, they have been instructed"

	Assistant  Chief Navigator
	Great Creator, we ask you to be with us and take part in our council.  Outfitter, proceed.

	Outfitter
	(Outfitter walks to the center and says) "Oh Great Chief of the North, what words have you for us on this great day?"

	Pathfinder (Chief of the North)
	"The Spirit of the North speaks to you.  All great explorers knew that to keep in mind the north is to keep them on the true course.  Even as the compass points always to the north to remind us of our goal, so the purpose of the Y-Adventure Princesses is always before us to remind us of our goal as fathers and daughters - to develop a closer relationship between father and daughter. So speaks the Spirit of the North."

	Outfitter
	"We hear your words of wisdom, Great Chief of the North.  We now call for the Spirit of the South."

	Treasurer Keeper (Chief of the South)
	"When we hear the word South spoken, we think of warm soft breezes and the friendliness that they give, and so the message I bring from the south is one of friendship.  Friendship between father and daughter and friendship between all fathers and princesses.  May the strength of friendship ever be the word as you work together as Y-Adventure Princesses? This the word of wisdom from the South.  Friends Forever."

	Outfitter
	"We have head from the Spirit of the South.  Now we call upon the Spirit of the East."

	Scout (Chief of the East)
	"When we think of the East, we think of the dawn which brings a new day and with each new day a new opportunity to learn to be friendly, to grow closer together, and follow the wisdom of our Heavenly Father.  This message I bring from the east.  Start each day with new strength to become better Y-Adventure Princesses.

	Outfitter
	"Now we call upon the last of our directions, the Spirit of the West."

	Scribe (Chief of the West)
	"The west signifies the setting sun - the close of the day.  And so the message I bring is that to live in such a way that at the close of each day you can know you have made others happier for knowing you.  This is the message from the west.  When the day is done, look back upon a work well done."

	Outfitter
	"You have heard the wisdom brought to you from the directions of the four winds.  Heed their lessons, hold them close to you."

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	We know the Y-Adventure Princess program to be of untold value to each father and daughter, but it will call for a sacrifice on the part of each one of you.  Are you willing to make this sacrifice?  If so answer YES!

	Inductees
	"YES!"

	Outfitter
	"From this ear of corn, I give each of you a kernel to use as a symbol of your sacrifice.  Use it as you would your heart."  (At this time the fathers are to file by the Outfitter to receive a kernel of corn.  After all fathers have returned to their original position, the Princesses will receive theirs in the same manner.  After all have their kernel of corn and are again in front of their fathers.)

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	Fathers, there is a trait of character that may wreck your success as Y-Adventure Princess fathers:  That is, SELFISHNESS.  When your little princess wants you to spend time with her, you must try to find that time.

The years go by very quickly, and it won't be long that they will be asking this of you.  I'm going to ask each of you to sacrifice the trait of selfishness.  
You will now make that sacrifice."  (The Assistant Chief Navigator now instructs the fathers to throw their kernel of corn into the fire.)

"Princesses, you have seen your father give a sacrifice, the trait of selfishness, which means that he has resolved to find time to do things with you.  
This does not mean he will always do things when and where you want him to.  You must be patient.  I therefore ask you to sacrifice IMPATIENCE.
Princesses, cast your sacrifice into the fire as your fathers did." (After the Princesses have returned to their father's side.)  "Outfitter, instruct these Fathers and Princesses so that they may be ready to receive the vows and pledge of Y-Adventure Princesses.


(The fathers will now face their daughters, each father clasping his daughter's right hand.  Then each father places his left had on the right hand shoulder of the father on his left.  Each Princess places her hand on the shoulder of the Princess on her left to complete the circle.) 

	Outfitter
	"Fathers and Princesses, the position you have now assumed denotes first, by the right hand clasp, the close relationship of father and daughter.  The hand on the shoulders denotes the unity of the Expedition.  The hand clasp of the Chief Navigator with the fathers shows the connecting bonds of the Expedition with the Expedition Officers, guiding the hand of the Y-Adventure Princesses program."

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	All Fathers and Princesses repeat this pledge.
We, father and daughter,
Pledge ourselves to observe,
All the aims of the Y-Adventure Princesses,
And to foster companionship,
Of father and daughter,
In home, community and circle,
Under the four winds of heaven.

	Chief Navigator
	"Oh Chiefs of the four winds, we call on you to award our new Fathers and Princesses the marking of a Y-Adventure Princess member."

	Assistant Chief Navigator
	New Members of the Y-Adventure Princess Program, you have now been inducted into the KIPOO Expedition.  The ceremony has been completed, welcome to our family.  FOR KAMP KERN ONLY - Join us now as we march to the great meeting circle.  .
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
