Duties of a Base Camp Representative

· Attends all Kipoo Expedition base camp meetings as representative of the your specific Circle. Base camp meetings are held on the first Tuesday of each month at the South Dayton YMCA.

· Fills out and submits a monthly circle report at the base camp meeting. These reports are brief summaries of the circle’s activity during the past month and describe where the monthly meeting was held, what craft was done, what other activities the circle did during the month (including circle activities such as any overnight trips and circle participation in Nation events). 

· Documents and submits a summary on their circles community service project

· Submits the previous month’s craft for judging against other circle’s crafts for the craft –of –the- month award.

· Submits circle expenses for events hosted to the treasure keeper

· Verbally reports on progress of upcoming Nation events hosted by the circle

· Votes as circle representative on Nation proposals as necessary

· Optional – attends post-meeting “discussions” at Harrigan’s Tavern.

· Reports information obtained at base camp meetings to circle members either via e-mail or discussions at monthly circle meetings.

· Obtains circle headcounts for upcoming Nation events as needed

· Candy Sales: Arranges for fund-raiser candy to be picked up from Nation representative and distributed to circle members. Also arranges for proceeds and excess candy to be turned back in. These tasks can also be delegated to other circle members

· Circle Roster: Maintains a current circle roster for both circle use, and to be turned in to the Nation representative as requested

· Deadbeat Dads: The YMCA will submit notices to Base Camp Reps of members on their circle roster that have not paid their annual dues to the YMCA. Following up on these is a good job to pass on to the chief.
