Listed below are the highlights of the Haunted Hayride 2004.  The event was a joint Princess and Guides activity.  It was co-hosted by the Aviators (Princesses) and the Sioux (Guides). 

· The event was originally scheduled for Oct 13th.  It had to be rescheduled due to rain.  Bonny Brook can not drive the trailers through the trails if it is too muddy and attendance will suffer.  Weather forecast and actual weather was good on the event date of Oct 28th

· Bonny Brook provided several bonfires, tables with awnings, trash cans with bags, admission tickets, and the hay ride.

· The play area at Bonny Brook was closed for the event.  There are no lights in the area.

· No pumpkins were sold by Bonny Brook at the vent as originally planned due to being short of staff.  A discount price was negotiated before the event.

· Sold 234 admission tickets.  Bonny Brook charged $5 per person.  We charged $1 extra above the $5 admission price for food, drinks and supplies.  We netted $110 from the 50/50 raffle.  Total amount spent for all food, drink and supplies was $341.  Total amount paid to Bonny Brook for admissions was $1,170.  Total amount contributed by Guides and Princesses programs each was $0.

· All food, drinks, and supplies was bought at GFS.  We used 6 coolers and bought 6 bags of ice.  Most of the 12 oz cans at clean up had a lot of soda left in them.  Consider buying smaller cans of soda next time.  Amounts bought and used are shown below:
